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The following items are prohibited within the school:

1. Jewellery.
No facial jewellery is allowed. No bracelets. Only a watch may be worn

2. Chewing Gum

3. Solvents

4. Aerosols

5. Stink bombs

6. Fireworks and explosive devices

7. Offensive weapons including chains
8. Imitation weapons including BB guns

9. Camera phones (if found they will be confiscated and parents will need to
collect them in person)

10. Tllegal drugs including cigarettes and alcohol
11. Lighters and matches
12. Valuable items (e.g. ipods, MP3 players)

The school reserves the right to prohibit other items not mentioned which are
deemed dangerous or inappropriate within the school environment.

Students who bring in prohibited items into school will be punished and parents
will be notified. The punishment could include permanent exclusion from the
school.
